CALL TO ORDER

The meeting was called to order at 12:08 p.m. by Joe Bliss, Chairman.  
ROLL CALL 

Mrs. Branson held roll call for attendance with Board members Mr. Bliss, 
Mr. Bowen, Mrs. Finn, and Dr. Newlin present at the time of roll call.  
ADDITIONS, DELETIONS, CORRECTIONS TO AGENDA
No additions, deletions, or corrections were noted to the agenda.  Mr. Bliss noted agenda items would be discussed in an order to assure a quorum present for items requiring Board approval. 
AGENCY OBJECTIVES UPDATE

Mrs. Tracy reviewed the Agency Objectives for the first quarter of 2007 in detail.

NURSING REPORT

Mrs. Shaffer presented the Nursing Report for March of 2007.

Mrs. Shaffer reported histoplasmosis had been added as a Communicable Disease category due to one case diagnosed in January.
Under Immunizations, Mrs. Shaffer noted the Department is now offering Hepatitis A vaccinations for children through the Vaccine for Children Program.  She reported the Department will begin conducting clinics to administer the human papilloma virus (HPV) vaccine to adolescent females.  Mrs. Shaffer stated this vaccine is greater than 99% effective in preventing four particular strains of HPV, a major contributor to cervical cancer.
Mrs. Inboden and Dr. Bedwell arrived at 12:19 p.m.

Mrs. Shaffer reported the achieved WIC caseload was 82% for the month of March.

ENVIRONMENTAL HEALTH

Mr. Bay reported the Department has received four cases of mosquito larvicide to distribute to towns and villages within the county.
Mr. Bay stated water well tests were increased for the month due to an engineering company conducting fifty tests for the Oblong Water District.  

APPROVAL OF LAST MEETING MINUTES

A motion was made by Mr. Bowen and seconded by Dr. Bedwell to approve the 
March 13, 2007 minutes as written.  Upon roll call, motion carried unanimously.

FINANCIAL UPDATE
Mrs. Tracy reported for the current month, there was a deficit in receipts over cash disbursements of $11,300.61 with a year to date surplus of $42,962.44.  Under Receipts, Planning and Preparedness, WIC, Family Case Management, and Women’s Health Initiative grant money was received during the month. The Medicaid line was reported to be under budget due to a Departmental delay in billing submission.  Mrs. Tracy noted the Medicare line to be significantly over budget due to receiving flu billing payments for November of 2006. The Interest line was reported to be over budget due to the sweep account.

Under Disbursements, Mrs. Tracy stated all lines were reported to be under budget with the exception of Occupancy Cost being slightly over budget due to an increase in the Ameren CIPS billing. The Contractual line was noted to be over budget due to paying the annual hazardous waste expense in the amount of $2,121.00 and a final payment to IPLAN Consultant, Rhonda Andrews, in the amount of $2,900.00.  Mrs. Tracy stated the Other line item included payment to Lanier for a copier maintenance agreement, the cost of Illinois Public Health Association dues, and an annual pest control contract.
A motion was made by Mrs. Inboden and seconded by Mrs. Finn to approve the financial update as presented.  Upon roll call, motion carried unanimously.
CLEAN INDOOR AIR ORDINANCE

Mrs. Tracy stated she had mailed Board members a revised draft proposal of a Clean Indoor Air Ordinance for Crawford County to review prior to the meeting. She explained the ordinance had been revised by State’s Attorney, Tom Wiseman, to include suggestions by Tom Titsworth and Richard Bay.  

Dr. Walsh arrived at 12:36 p.m.

Mr. Titsworth noted the ordinance had been revised to define enforcement responsibility of the ordinance would be shared by law enforcement and the Health Department, which is consistent with the State of Illinois’ recommendations.
Mr. Bay noted regarding enforcement, he has found it difficult to determine which businesses are considered unincorporated upon inquiry to the Assessor’s Office, Treasurer’s Office, etc.

Mrs. Inboden noted she would prefer the Board of Health not take action until it is known what the State of Illinois elects to do.  
Mr. Titsworth stated when the County Board Health Committee began developing the ordinance they were not aware the State planned to take action on the matter.  He noted he now believed the State of Illinois will take action within the next month.

Mr. Richart noted if the State passes such legislation, the County will definitely receive enforcement assistance.  Mr. Titsworth noted if the State would pass a smoking ban all businesses would be affected the same.
Mr. Bowen inquired if it was known what kind of a financial impact this ordinance would have on the Health Department.  Mr. Bay stated there is no way to know what the demand will be at this time, but noted the Department currently only employs two Environmental Health employees.
Mrs. Inboden inquired if grants would be available to supplement the Department’s expenses; Mr. Bay noted this may be a possibility.

Mrs. Inboden asked that the County Board Health Committee continue to update the Board of Health on any State action.

Mr. Titsworth explained the Health Committee will follow the Board of Health’s decision at this time and recommend tabling the matter.  He noted it will be of interest to see if the State passes an ordinance and if it is close to, or the same as, the Health Committee’s proposal.
Mr. Bowen stated as a Health Department he believed the Board should support such an ordinance.  Mr. Titsworth stated he has had very little opposition to the ordinance.    

A motion was made by Mr. Bowen to table the Clean Indoor Air Ordinance discussion for sixty days.
Mr. Titsworth inquired if the Board had any recommendations regarding the wording of the drafted ordinance; no concerns were voiced.

Mr. Titsworth noted if the State is liberal the County may choose to be more strict, but cannot be less strict.
Dr. Newlin seconded the motion.  Upon roll call, motion carried unanimously.
Mr. Bliss thanked the Health Committee for attending and for the work they have dedicated to the issue.

ADVISEMENTS
GRANT UPDATE
Mrs. Tracy reported the Department will receive a West Nile Virus Prevention Grant in the amount of $3,617.52 to fund surveillance, testing of birds and mosquitoes, training, mosquito larviciding, and public information. 

Mrs. Tracy stated the Department recently applied for two Illinois Department of Public Health grants.  The Department has applied for the Women’s Health Initiative Grant in the amount of $29,400.00 and the Prostate and Testicular Cancer Awareness Grant in the amount of $10,080.00.  Mrs. Tracy stated she will update the Board as notifications are received.

REVIEW OF AMEREN CIPS STATEMENTS
Mrs. Tracy stated during the last Board of Health meeting Mr. Bowen had inquired how the increase in electricity charges has affected the Department.  Mrs. Tracy reviewed a two year comparison sheet for a six month period.  
STATEMENTS OF ECONOMIC INTEREST
Mrs. Tracy reminded Board members to return Statements of Economic Interest as soon as possible in order to meet the May 1, 2007 deadline.

IPLAN
Mrs. Tracy explained as part of the IPLAN recertification process, the Department must submit a letter from the Board of Health acknowledging they have reviewed, approved, and adopted the Crawford County Needs Assessment and Community Health Plan.  Mrs. Tracy stated this document will be mailed in the May meeting packets so Board members can review and be prepared to vote during the May 8, 2007 meeting.  Mrs. Tracy stated the manuscript must be submitted no later than May 28, 2007.  She noted she would appreciate each Board member’s attendance at the May meeting.  

EXECUTIVE SESSION:

Mr. Bliss and Mrs. Tracy noted Executive Session would not be necessary.

DISCUSSION:
Mr. Bliss discussed Mrs. Tracy’s evaluation results.  He reported she had received a score of 98.4%, which is consistent with past years.  Mrs. Tracy expressed her appreciation to the Board regarding her evaluation results.  She thanked Board members for their support and guidance.  

Mrs. Tracy announced Modern Woodmen of America fund raising events to benefit the Terry and Jodi Krick family.

ADJOURNMENT

There being no further business to be discussed, a motion was made by Mr. Bowen and seconded by Mrs. Inboden to adjourn the meeting at 1:11 p.m.  Motion carried.
