CALL TO ORDER

Before the meeting was called to order Mrs. Tracy noted this would be Mr. Bay’s last Board of Health meeting attendance, as he will retire effective January 22, 2008.  

The meeting was called to order at 12:25 p.m. by Joe Bliss, Chairman.
ROLL CALL 

Mrs. Branson held roll call for attendance with Board members Mr. Bliss, Dr. Bedwell, 
Mr. Bowen, Mrs. Finn, and Dr. Walsh present at the time of roll call.  
ADDITIONS, DELETIONS, CORRECTIONS TO AGENDA
No additions, deletions, or corrections were noted to the agenda.  
APPROVAL OF LAST MEETING MINUTES

A motion was made by Mr. Bowen and seconded by Mrs. Finn to approve the 
November 13, 2007 minutes as written.  Upon roll call, motion carried unanimously.

FINANCIAL UPDATE

Mrs. Tracy reviewed the November, 2007 Financial and Expenditure reports, which concluded the County Fiscal Year. 
Mrs. Tracy reviewed an unaudited cash flow report.  Mrs. Tracy reported the Department’s current cash on hand balance would allow approximately eight months of payroll in the event grant funding would be delayed.  She stated the Department ended the fiscal year with a surplus of $86,508.57, explaining a large portion of this surplus was due to receiving federal Medicaid claim money through the Family Case Management Grant. She noted other reasons for the surplus include increasing flu vaccination fees resulting in greater funds being received than budgeted from Medicare and in the Health Services line.  The Department also received additional grant funding which had not been budgeted such as Planning and Preparedness and West Nile Virus.  Mrs. Tracy explained prospective payments are occasionally received during the County Fiscal year rather than the grant year allocated and therefore reflect as a surplus.  Mrs. Tracy stated the County transferred $18,743.00 from the County General Fund to correct the levy amount error, which was reflected on the report as an internal transfer.  Mrs. Tracy reported the Interest Line was approximately $8,400.00 over the budgeted amount due to receiving a higher interest rate through the sweep account. 

Mrs. Tracy reviewed the Financial and Expenditure reports for the month of December, 2007.

Dr. Rotman arrived at 12:38 p.m.
A motion was made by Mrs. Finn and seconded by Mr. Bowen to approve the November and December, 2007 financial updates as presented.  Upon roll call, motion carried unanimously; Dr. Walsh had stepped out of the meeting room during this motion.
AGENCY OBJECTIVES

Mrs. Tracy reviewed the Fiscal Year 2007 Fourth Quarter and 2008 Agency Objectives in detail.

Mrs. Tracy asked Board members if they had any suggestions or recommendations for Fiscal Year 2008 Agency Objectives; no suggestions were made.

NURSING REPORT

Mrs. Shaffer reviewed the program report for the months of November and December, 2007.   
Mrs. Shaffer reported the Department provided a season total of two thousand seven hundred thirty-one flu vaccinations.  

Mrs. Shaffer reported the Department recently began offering the Adacel vaccine (containing tetanus, diphtheria, and pertussis vaccine) in place of a tetanus vaccination to vaccinate against pertussis in adolescents and adults.  She explained the Department decided to switch from offering Boostrix to Adacel to vaccinate an older population.   She reported ten doses of Adacel have been purchase to administer to the general public.

Mrs. Shaffer reviewed a fiscal year comparison report.

ENVIRONMENTAL HEALTH

Mr. Titsworth left the meeting at 12:59 p.m.  
Mr. Bay distributed and reviewed the Local Health Protection Grant Annual Performance Indicators for the Food, Water, and Sewage Programs.  

Mr. Bay discussed the Smoke Free Illinois Act.  He reported Illinois Department of Public Health (IDPH) has developed a database to track violations.  He stated the Department has not received any complaints to date.  He noted the Department has “no smoking” signage available for purchase.  Mrs. Milam stated if complaints are received the Department can issue warning letters, but cannot actually fine the business. 
Mr. Bay stated he has drafted a Food Ordinance which Mrs. Milam will continue to refine and send to the State for approval before presentation to the Board of Health and County Board.  He noted it may be June, 2008 before the ordinance is implemented.  Mrs. Milam explained IDPH must review the ordinance before it can be presented to the County Board for adoption.  She noted the State’s Attorney will also be consulted regarding the ordinance.

Mr. Bay noted the Board may want to consider imposing water testing collection fees, as the postage is quite expensive to the Department.  He noted the real estate water inspection fee may need evaluated as well.
Mr. Bay complimented the Board of Health members, noting over his thirteen years of employment, he could not have imagined another county having as good of a Board of Health as Crawford County.  He stated it had been great to work with everyone.  Mr. Bliss added Rich has done a great job and will be missed by all.   

ADVISEMENTS
Sanitarian In-Training Position

Mrs. Tracy stated several applications/resumes had been received for the recently advertised Sanitarian In-Training position. She reported interviews will be conducted immediately and she hoped to fill the position by the end of the week or the week following.

Certification/Administrator Evaluation
Mrs. Tracy stated it is time to complete Administrator evaluations.  Mrs. Tracy asked whether the Board would like to revise the current evaluation form or continue as it is; Board members present agreed to use the current form.  Board members were each given an evaluation form and asked to return the completed evaluation in the postage paid return envelope to Mr. Bliss.

Mrs. Tracy announced she recently received notification from the Public Health Practitioner Certification Board of her application approval.  She explained to receive the designation of Certified Public Health Administrator she was required to make application and provide evidence she had acquired and demonstrated competency in five general areas (including public health practice; community health assessment; public health policy; advocacy and law; program development and evaluation) and public health administration.  She reported as of one year ago, there were only forty-three Certified Public Health Administrators in the nation.  Board members congratulated her on this certification.
Mary Heath Foundation Grant 
Mrs. Tracy informed the Board notification had been received the Department would not receive funding from the Mary Heath Foundation as requested.   
Mileage Reimbursement Rate

Mrs. Tracy informed Board members the IRS mileage rate increased from 48.5 to 50.5 cents effective January 1, 2008.

ADJOURNMENT

There being no further business to be discussed, a motion was made by Dr. Rotman and seconded by Dr. Bedwell to adjourn the meeting at 1:18 p.m.  Motion carried.
