CALL TO ORDER

The meeting was called to order at 12:21 p.m. by Joe Bliss, President.  
ROLL CALL 

Mrs. Branson held roll call for attendance with Board members Mr. Bliss, Mr. Bowen, 
Mrs. Inboden, and Dr. Walsh present at the time of roll call.  
ADDITIONS, DELETIONS, CORRECTIONS TO AGENDA
No additions, deletions, or corrections were noted to the agenda.  Mr. Bliss noted agenda items would be discussed in an order to assure a quorum present for items requiring Board approval. 
AGENCY OBJECTIVES FOR 2009 AND 2010

Mrs. Tracy reviewed the Fiscal Year 2009 Agency Objectives for the fourth quarter in detail. 

Dr. Rotman arrived at 12:24 p.m.

Mrs. Tracy reviewed the FY 2010 Agency Objectives in detail.  Mrs. Tracy asked Board members if they had any suggestions or recommendations for the Fiscal Year 2010 Agency Objectives; no suggestions were offered.
APPROVAL OF LAST MEETING MINUTES

A motion was made by Mr. Bowen and seconded by Mrs. Inboden to approve the 

November 17, 2009 minutes as written.  Upon roll call, motion carried unanimously.
FINANCIAL UPDATE

Mrs. Tracy reviewed the Financial and Expenditure Reports for the month of November, 2009.  Mrs. Tracy had Board members review an unaudited cash flow report through the end of Fiscal Year 2009.

Mrs. Tracy reviewed the Financial and Expenditure Reports for the month of December, 2009. 
A motion was made by Mrs. Inboden and seconded by Dr. Rotman to approve the November, 2009 financial reports as presented.  Upon roll call, motion carried unanimously.  

A motion was made by Mr. Bowen and seconded by Mrs. Inboden to approve the December, 2009 financial reports as presented.  Upon roll call, motion carried unanimously.  

PERSONNEL POLICY REVISIONS
Mrs. Tracy reviewed personnel policy 3.01 (Payroll Distribution) revisions in detail.
A motion was made by Mrs. Inboden and seconded by Dr. Rotman to approve Policy 3.01 as presented.  Upon roll call, motion carried unanimously. 

Mrs. Tracy reviewed revisions to policies 4.04 (Sick Leave), 4.11 (Anniversary Date Off), and 5.04.A. (Benefits Quick Reference) in detail. 
A motion was made by Mr. Bowen and seconded by Dr. Rotman to approve the personnel policy revisions as presented.  Upon roll call, motion carried unanimously.
CLIENT SURVEY RESULTS
Mrs. Tracy reported nine client surveys had been completed since beginning the new hours of operation in December.  She reviewed survey responses and noted all were favorable.  She stated surveys will continue to be distributed to obtain client feedback.  
Mr. Bowen stated to keep up the good work and noted he had recently received a positive comment regarding the Department and services offered.  


NURSING REPORT

Mrs. Shaffer reviewed the Program Reports for the months of November and December, 2009.

Mrs. Shaffer reported the Department has provided a season total of 3,178 seasonal flu vaccinations through the end of December.  She noted the Department still has H1N1 and seasonal flu vaccinations available. 
Mrs. Shaffer reviewed a fiscal year comparison report for the last three years.

A brief discussion was held concerning reportable diseases.  Mrs. Shaffer noted physicians should inform the Department of reportable diseases upon diagnosis in their offices.  
Dr. Walsh expressed concern regarding patient confidentiality and asked Mrs. Shaffer to clarify through the Illinois Department of Public Health (IDPH) whether the patient’s name is required or optional when reporting cases.  Mrs. Shaffer noted when a food-borne illness occurs, it is necessary the Department be informed of the patient’s name in order to complete a thorough investigation and appropriate follow-up. Mrs. Shaffer assured 
Dr. Walsh all information collected is strictly confidential, with only the Communicable Disease Nurse and the Nursing Supervisor allowed access to the names of patients diagnosed with a reportable disease.  Mrs. Shaffer stated she would clarify this practice with IDPH. 
APPROVAL OF EXECUTIVE SESSION MINUTES
Executive Session Minutes of the November 17, 2009 meeting were circulated for Board members to review.  

A motion was made by Dr. Rotman and seconded by Mr. Bowen to approve the November 17, 2009 Executive Session Minutes as written.  Upon roll call, motion carried unanimously.

ENVIRONMENTAL HEALTH REPORT

Mrs. Milam reviewed the Environmental Health Report for the months of November and December, 2009.
Mrs. Milam reported she recently filed charges through the State’s Attorney’s office concerning illegal sewage discharge on a property after evaluation by the Illinois Department of Public Health Legal Department.  
ANNUAL REPORT

Mrs. Tracy presented the 16th Annual Report and asked Board members to review the Department’s accomplishments at their convenience. 
ADVISEMENTS

AMERICAN RECOVERY AND REINVESTMENT ACT (ARRA) GRANT
Mrs. Tracy reported the Department recently received a grant contract from Illinois Department of Public Health (IDPH) in the amount of $19,000.00 to be used for immunization initiatives directed primarily at vaccinating underinsured adolescent populations against pertussis, meningococcal, and varicella disease.

PUBLIC HEALTH EMERGENCY RESPONSE (PHER IV) GRANT UPDATE
Mrs. Tracy stated she recently learned the Department may receive additional PHER funds for H1N1 Vaccination Response.  She explained this funding is intended to supplement H1N1 immunization activities.  Funds will be held by the Centers for Disease Control and issued to the State once evidence is provided to detail the exhaustion of all other PHER dollars.  
MILEAGE REIMBURSEMENT RATE
Mrs. Tracy stated the IRS mileage rate decreased from fifty-five to fifty cents per mile effective January 1, 2010.
ADMINISTRATOR EVALUATION
Mrs. Tracy noted Administrator evaluation forms were included in today’s packet.  She asked completed evaluations be returned to Mr. Bliss in the self-addressed stamped envelopes provided by February 26, 2010.

FEBRUARY AND MARCH BOARD OF HEALTH MEETINGS
Mrs. Tracy stated for the past several years the February Board of Health meeting has been canceled due the lack of a quorum.  She noted she was presently aware of three members unable to attend in February and asked if the Board would like to cancel the meeting.  Board members agreed to cancel the February meeting with the understanding that Mrs. Tracy would notify members if a need would arise to meet.
Mrs. Tracy inquired if the Board would be in favor of changing the meeting time of the regularly scheduled March 16, 2010 meeting in order to allow Department staff to first attend the Board meeting and then travel to the Sixth Annual Rural Public Health Institute Conference in Effingham that day.  Board members agreed to meet at 7:00 a.m. on March 16, 2010.

There being no further business to discuss, a motion was made by Mr. Bowen and seconded by Mrs. Inboden to adjourn the meeting at 1:21 p.m.  Motion carried.
