CALL TO ORDER

The meeting was called to order at 12:06 p.m. by Joe Bliss, Chairman.  
ROLL CALL 

Mrs. Branson held roll call for attendance with Board members Mr. Bliss, 
Mr. Bowen, Mrs. Inboden, Mrs. Finn, and Dr. Walsh present at the time of roll call.  
ADDITIONS, DELETIONS, CORRECTIONS TO AGENDA
No additions, deletions, or corrections were noted to the agenda.  
APPROVAL OF LAST MEETING MINUTES

A motion was made by Mr. Bowen and seconded by Mrs. Inboden to approve the 
November 18, 2008 minutes as written.  Upon roll call, motion carried unanimously.
FINANCIAL UPDATE

Dr. Rotman arrived at 12:08 p.m.

Mrs. Tracy reviewed the Financial and Expenditure Reports for the months of November and December, 2008.

Mrs. Tracy reviewed an unaudited cash flow report for the end of FY’08 reflecting a current balance on hand of $387,985.74.  Mrs. Tracy explained this would cover slightly over six months in operating expenses should the Department experience a delay in grant funding.  

Board members expressed they were pleased to learn this information.  
A motion was made by Mrs. Inboden and seconded by Mrs. Finn to approve the November, 2008 financial update as presented.  Upon roll call, motion carried unanimously.  
A motion was made by Mr. Bowen and seconded by Dr. Rotman to approve the December, 2008 financial update as presented.  Upon roll call, motion carried unanimously.
AGENCY OBJECTIVES FISCAL YEARS 2008 AND 2009
Mrs. Tracy reviewed the Fiscal Year 2008 Agency Objectives for the fourth quarter in detail. 

Mrs. Tracy reviewed the FY 2009 Agency Objectives in detail.  Mrs. Tracy asked Board members if they had any suggestions or recommendations for Fiscal Year 2009 Agency Objectives; no suggestions were offered.

ZOSTAVAX (SHINGLES) VACCINATON ADMINISTRATON
Mrs. Tracy reported over the past couple of years there have been increasing requests for the Department to administer the shingles vaccine.  She noted Jasper County and Lawrence County Health Departments provide these injections.  She stated she would like the Board to consider allowing the Department to provide the injection of this vaccine and proposed the Department would not stock the vaccine, as it is rather expensive and must be kept frozen.  She recommended the client be instructed to present a prescription from their physician to a delivering pharmacy.  Mrs. Tracy noted Bertram’s and Harmon’s have each agreed to deliver the vaccine directly to the Health Department once the prescription is filled to assure the vaccine is maintained at the correct temperature.  The Department would then telephone the client to schedule an injection appointment.  Mrs. Tracy noted once the vaccine is reconstituted it must be administered within thirty minutes. 

Mrs. Tracy explained the client’s cost of the vaccine would be handled through the pharmacy and proposed the Health Department charge the client a $10.00 administration fee.  She noted private pay and Medicare clients would pay the administration fee up front with the Department to bill for Medicaid clients.  

Mrs. Tracy stated Harmon’s Pharmacy had reported the vaccine to currently be on backorder with an expected delay of three to four months.  Mrs. Shaffer stated she had most recently learned there could be a five to six month delay on this vaccine.
Dr. Bedwell arrived at 12:31 p.m.

Mrs. Shaffer briefly discussed information from the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) concerning the shingles vaccination and noted a patient’s qualifications to receive the vaccine would be at a physician’s discretion.  Mrs. Tracy stated the Department would not make any judgment calls to determine whether a client met the appropriate criteria, as this would be done by a physician.
Mrs. Tracy stated she was seeking approval to offer the injection and was particularly concerned with Dr. Rotman’s opinion and his willingness to sign standing orders as Medical Director for the Health Department.  Dr. Rotman expressed no reservations in the Department offering this injection.
Mrs. Shaffer asked Dr. Rotman if the standing orders should be left as written to address these injections and he agreed no changes would be necessary.
Mrs. Inboden suggested Wal-Mart Pharmacy be contacted to see if they would be interested in participating as well.
A motion was made by Dr. Rotman and seconded by Dr. Walsh for the Department to begin providing shingles (Zostavax) vaccine injections.  Upon roll call, motion carried unanimously.
APPROVAL OF NOVEMBER 18, 2008 EXECUTIVE SESSION MINUTES
Mr. Bliss circulated the November 18, 2008 Executive Session Minutes for Board members to review.
A motion was made by Mrs. Inboden and seconded by Dr. Rotman to approve the 
November 18, 2008 Executive Session Minutes as written.  Upon roll call, motion carried unanimously. 
NURSING REPORT

Mrs. Shaffer reviewed the Program Reports for the months of November and December, 2008 with the achieved WIC caseload reported as 91% for each month.
Mrs. Shaffer discussed a potential rabies exposure that occurred in December.  She reported a mother and son each received prophylactic treatment as a result of the incident. 
Mrs. Shaffer reported the Department has provided a season total of two thousand seven hundred nine flu vaccinations to date.  Mrs. Shaffer noted flu vaccinations are still available upon request.
Mrs. Shaffer reviewed a fiscal year comparison report for the last three years.
Mrs. Shaffer followed up on a previous discussion concerning the expansion of drug screen services due to Crawford Memorial Hospital’s Occupational Medicine Department closing the end of January, 2009.  She reported Crawford County Safety Council will assume the operations of Occupational Medicine, with no action necessary from the Crawford County Health Department.
ENVIRONMENTAL HEALTH REPORT
Mrs. Milam reviewed the Environmental Health Reports for the months of November and December, 2008.  

Mrs. Milam reported the County Food Ordinance was adopted by the County Board in December.  Once adopted, the Department sent a notice to all county food establishments.  Mrs. Milam stated Mr. Kannmacher will educate restaurant owners as he completes food inspections the first of the year to increase awareness of the ordinance.
Mrs. Milam reported in December the State of Illinois passed a Body Art Code, which has conflicting requirements when compared to the City of Robinson’s ordinance.  She noted tattoo establishments located in the City of Robinson must follow both ordinances, adhering to the most restrictive enforcement measures of the two; other county tattoo establishments will follow the State code.  Mrs. Milam noted tattoo establishments in Robinson will need to pay the State of Illinois a $500.00 operating fee as well as a $500.00 fee to the City of Robinson.

Mrs. Milam distributed and reviewed the 2008 Local Health Protection Grant Annual Performance Indicators for the Potable Water Supply, Private Sewage Disposal, and Food Protection Programs as well as a self-evaluation form.  Mrs. Milam reported IDPH has notified the Department all requirements were met for these programs.

ADVISEMENTS
BREASTFEEDING PEER COUNSELOR POSITION(S)
Mrs. Tracy reported Peer Counselor, Valerie Collier, recently requested to decrease her hours, but offered to stay involved in the program and hostess MOMS Club.  She explained in order to meet the Peer Counselor grant needs, she and Mrs. Shaffer conducted interviews for additional support.  Mrs. Tracy announced Monica Hilderbrand accepted a Peer Counselor position and will work 6-12 hours per week.  She stated secretary Lindsey Cooper also agreed to serve as a Peer Counselor, which should be of great benefit to the Department to have someone on the frontline trained to provide breastfeeding support.  Mrs. Cooper will continue to work 37.5 hours per week and will adjust her schedule to allow for Peer Counselor training and duties.  Mrs. Tracy stated Peer Counselor positions are considered part-time/temporary and are contingent upon grant funding.  


ADMINISTRATOR EVALUATION
Mrs. Tracy stated she hoped each Board member had an opportunity to review the revised evaluation form sent in their packets.  She noted the form had been revised, as suggested, due to the previous form being quite lengthy and somewhat repetitive.  Mrs. Tracy asked if everyone was comfortable using the new form or if there were suggestions or revisions.  Board members present agreed to use the form as drafted.  Mrs. Tracy stated a copy of the form with a self-addressed stamped envelope was included in today’s packet to be returned to Mr. Bliss by February 28, 2009.


MARY HEATH FOUNDATION GRANT 

Mrs. Tracy advised the Department was not selected as a recipient for the Mary Heath Foundation grant. She noted the Department had applied for $19,500.00 to purchase the necessary equipment and supplies to operate a shelter for Special Needs citizens in the event of a disaster or emergency. 

MILEAGE REIMBURSEMENT RATE
Mrs. Tracy informed the Board the IRS mileage rate decreased from 58.5 to 50 cents per mile effective January 1, 2009.  (Please note the mileage reimbursement rate should have been reported as 55 cents per mile effective January 1, 2009.)
ADJOURNMENT

There being no further business to discuss, a motion was made by Mrs. Inboden and seconded by Dr. Rotman to adjourn the meeting at 1:04 p.m.  Motion carried.
