CALL TO ORDER

The meeting was called to order at 12:09 p.m. by Joe Bliss, Chairman.
ROLL CALL 

Mrs. Branson held roll call for attendance with Board members Mr. Bliss, Dr. Bedwell, 
Mr. Bowen, Mrs. Finn, Mrs. Inboden, Dr. Newlin and Dr. Rotman present at the time of roll call.  
ADDITIONS, DELETIONS, CORRECTIONS TO AGENDA
No additions, deletions, or corrections were noted to the agenda.  
APPROVAL OF LAST MEETING MINUTES

A motion was made by Mr. Bowen and seconded by Mrs. Inboden to approve the 
March 18, 2008 minutes as written.  Upon roll call, motion carried unanimously.
FINANCIAL UPDATE

Mrs. Tracy reviewed the Financial and Expenditure reports for the month of March, 2008.
A motion was made by Mrs. Finn and seconded by Dr. Bedwell to approve the March, 2008 financial updates as presented.  Upon roll call, motion carried unanimously.  
AGENCY OBJECTIVES
Mrs. Tracy reviewed the Agency Objectives for the first quarter of 2008 in detail.
Dr. Walsh arrived at 12:25 p.m.
NURSING AND ENVIRONMENTAL HEALTH REPORT

Mrs. Shaffer reviewed the program report for the month of March, 2008.
Mrs. Shaffer stated she had written a press release to promote colorectal cancer awareness as recommended during the last meeting.  She noted when published, it was combined with an article written by Robinson Daily News and was printed in two separate issues.
Mrs. Shaffer stated planning has begun for school physical clinics.  She reviewed last year’s decision to offer school physicals to any student for a fee of $45.00, with approximately one hundred clients allowed to participate.  She noted Medicaid clients were also eligible to receive the physicals.  She stated she will follow the same guidelines unless the Board advises otherwise.  She reported there will be two nurse practitioners to operate the clinics this year with the first clinic to be held in June, 2008.

ADVISEMENTS
MORTGAGE RATES
Mrs. Tracy informed Board members letters were recently sent to three banks requesting bids to possibly refinance the Department’s current mortgage loan.  She noted the State’s Attorney advised letters could be sent rather than posting a notice in the newspaper.  She stated Mr. Bowen reviewed the letter before it was mailed. 
Mrs. Tracy explained she has requested bids for a ten year fixed rate loan (not to exceed 4.75%) with no prepayment penalty.  She stated bids must be submitted by May 1, 2008.  She will present an update during the May Board of Health meeting. 

PERSONNEL UPDATE
Mrs. Tracy announced after successfully completing her exam in February, Donna Milam is now a Licensed Environmental Health Practitioner and has been promoted to Environmental Health Director.  

STATEMENTS OF ECONOMIC INTEREST
Mrs. Tracy asked any Board member who had not previously returned their completed Statement of Economic Interest to do so today if possible. 

BOARD OF HEALTH ASSESSMENT EXERCISE

Mrs. Tracy reported five Board members attended the Board of Health Assessment Exercise held last month.  She stated she felt the exercise went very well and served as a great tool to evaluate the Board’s performance, which was outstanding.  She noted the exercise reinforced how fortunate the Department and County are to have such a supportive and active Board of Health.   

PLANNING AND PREPAREDNESS DISPENSING EXERCISE

Mrs. Tracy reported the full scale Planning and Preparedness Dispensing Exercise held April 14, 2008 was quite successful.  She stated the exercise began at 
7:15 a.m. with Command Staff notified to report to work.  Several briefings and many tasks were completed throughout the day.  Mrs. Tracy reviewed the many agencies involved in the exercise.

Mrs. Tracy stated approximately sixty volunteers assisted staff in conducting the evening portion of the exercise.  She reported approximately fifty people played the roles of victims and went through the dispensing lines to receive medication.  She stated seven patients were transported by ambulance to Crawford Memorial Hospital for treatment.  
Mrs. Tracy stated during the critiquing session a few areas were identified for improvement.  She reported the Illinois Emergency Management Agency (IEMA) Planning and Training Specialist and the Illinois Department of Public Health Emergency Response Coordinator (ERC) complimented the Department on the success of the exercise. 

Mrs. Tracy stated she felt Mrs. Milam did an outstanding job coordinating this event and thanked all in attendance for their support.
DISCUSSION
Mrs. Tracy inquired if any of the Board members would like their name submitted for a drawing to win a paid trip to attend a Board of Health member meeting in Madison, Wisconsin; there was no interest expressed.
