CALL TO ORDER

The meeting was called to order at 12:04 p.m. by Joe Bliss, Chairman.  
ROLL CALL 

Mrs. Branson held roll call for attendance with Board members Mr. Bliss,  
Mr. Bowen, Mrs. Finn, Mrs. Inboden, and Dr. Walsh present at the time of roll call.  
ADDITIONS, DELETIONS, CORRECTIONS TO AGENDA
No additions, deletions, or corrections were noted to the agenda.  
APPROVAL OF LAST MEETING MINUTES

A motion was made by Mr. Bowen and seconded by Dr. Walsh to approve the 
May 19, 2009 minutes as written.  Upon roll call, motion carried unanimously.
FINANCIAL UPDATE

Mrs. Tracy reviewed the Financial and Expenditure Reports for the month of May, 2009. 
A motion was made by Mrs. Inboden and seconded by Mrs. Finn to approve the May, 2009 financial update as presented.  Upon roll call, motion carried unanimously.  
SALARY COMMITTEE APPOINTMENT
Mr. Bliss appointed Mrs. Finn, Dr. Newlin, and Dr. Rotman to serve on the Salary Committee with Mr. Bowen to serve as an alternate member.  
NURSING REPORT

Mrs. Tracy stated Mrs. Shaffer would report on the months of May and June during the next meeting.  She noted there has been one case each of salmonella, E Coli and pertussis in the last month. 
ENVIRONMENTAL HEALTH REPORT
Mrs. Milam reviewed the Environmental Health Report for the month of May, 2009. 

Mrs. Milam reported a meeting would be held at the Department at 2:00 p.m. today to discuss revisions in the Smoke Free Act.  She noted the State’s Attorney and a representative from each police department will be present to discuss the changes, citation issuance practices, and further requirements.  Mrs. Milam stated she would update the Board in July on the outcome of this meeting.

ADVISEMENTS
EMPLOYEE RECOGNITION BREAKFAST
Mrs. Tracy noted invitations to an Employee Recognition Breakfast to be held July 16, 2009 were included in today’s packets.  She stated employees Diana Houser and Karen Kapper will each be honored for fifteen years of service.

RELAY FOR LIFE FUNDDRAISER/JEANS
Mrs. Tracy stated the Department’s team had met and exceeded their fundraising goal of $2,000.00, by collecting over $2,300.00 to date with additional fundraising to be held.  She discussed how staff had worn jeans on Fridays as a fundraiser for Relay for Life and asked if the Board would be in favor of allowing staff to continue this practice as a fundraiser or donation to charity; Board members present expressed no objections.  Mrs. Tracy noted staff attending offsite clinics or events on Fridays will not wear jeans while representing the Department.
MARY HEATH FOUNDATION GRANT
Mrs. Tracy reported the Department recently received notification it was not selected for grant funding through the Mary Heath Foundation.  Mrs. Tracy stated if awarded the requested funding in the amount of $6,300.00 the Department would have purchased one hundred-forty infant car seats for distribution to low income families.  She stated the Department will reapply in the future.
PLAYROOM
Mrs. Tracy encouraged Board members to visit the newly decorated playroom on their way out of the building. She reported local artist, Teresa Ikemire, donated her time and talent to paint the room in an underwater scene with characters from the movie “Nemo”.  She explained she had originally contacted Mrs. Ikemire for an estimate, as the playroom walls were looking pretty worn.  She stated a damaged children’s toy had been removed, leaving an unpainted section of wall exposed.  It was originally thought Mrs. Ikemire might paint a mural on that wall to cover the unfinished section; instead Mrs. Ikemire offered to paint the entire room as a donation because she realized the Department did not have the funds to pay for such services and felt it was a very worthy cause.  Mrs. Tracy stated the Department reimbursed Mrs. Ikemire for the cost of her supplies (approximately $80.00), presented her with a gift certificate for a free lipid profile, and had the Robinson Daily News feature an article on the project Mrs. Ikemire completed. Mrs. Tracy inquired if Board members felt she should be further compensated.

After a brief discussion, it was suggested Mrs. Ikemire receive $100.00 in S.O.S. Bucks as a token of appreciation.   

A motion was made by Dr. Walsh and seconded by Mrs. Inboden to purchase $100.00 in S.O.S. Bucks to present to Mrs. Ikemire.  Upon roll call, motion carried unanimously.

PERSONNEL UPDATE
Mrs. Tracy updated the Board on staff leaves of absences.
Mrs. Tracy stated the Department currently has a Medical Assistant intern volunteering at the Department. 

STATE FY’10 BUDGET
Mrs. Tracy informed the Board she was concerned about the State FY’10 budget, as the decrease in grant funding could result in the Department losing a possible $20,000.00 to $82,000.00 in grant funding.  She reported she had received notice the Genetics grant will be decreased by 15% and Teen Parent Services will be decreased by 75%, with discussion of a possible total elimination in the Local Health Protection Grant, which helps fund the Environmental Health Department staff and a portion of the Communicable Disease Nurse position.  Mrs. Tracy stated she did not believe the WIC Grant would be affected, but is still waiting to learn about Family Case Management.

Mrs. Tracy stated she had sent a letter expressing the Health Department’s concern over possible grant cuts to Representative Roger Eddy and Senator Dale Righter last week.  She noted Mr. Eddy responded, indicating he will do his best to see that public health remains a priority.
Dr. Bedwell arrived at 12:30 p.m.
Mrs. Tracy stated she attempted to listen to an online Budget Briefing this morning, but was unable to connect to the session.
Mrs. Tracy encouraged Board members to contact legislators by visiting www.ilga.gov.
Mr. Bowen inquired when the Department’s budget was due.  Mrs. Tracy stated she usually submits the budget in September or October at the latest and should know about state funding by then.  She noted she would be attending a meeting in Springfield Thursday and hoped to learn more at that time.


Mr. Bliss stated the County is feeling the affects of cuts as well. 

ADJOURNMENT

There being no further business to discuss, a motion was made by Mr. Bowen and seconded by Mrs. Inboden to adjourn the meeting at 12:35 p.m.  Motion carried.
