CALL TO ORDER

The meeting was called to order at 12:01 p.m. by Joe Bliss, Chairman.  
ROLL CALL 

Mrs. Branson held roll call for attendance with Board members Mr. Bliss, 
Mr. Bowen, Mrs. Finn, Dr. Newlin and Dr. Walsh present at the time of roll call.  
ADDITIONS, DELETIONS, CORRECTIONS TO AGENDA
No additions, deletions, or corrections were noted to the agenda.  
APPROVAL OF LAST MEETING MINUTES

A motion was made by Mr. Bowen and seconded by Dr. Newlin to approve the 
May 20, 2008 minutes as written.  Upon roll call, motion carried unanimously.
EMPLOYEE INTRODUCTION:

Mrs. Tracy introduced Jason Kannmacher, Sanitarian-in-Training.  She stated 
Mr. Kannmacher began employment on February 04, 2008 and has adapted quickly to his duties at the Department.  She stated he has shown great initiative and interest in learning the many programs of Environmental Health.  Mr. Kannmacher gave a brief history of his educational and personal background.  Mrs. Milam stated Mr. Kannmacher was a great help during the Planning and Preparedness Exercise held in April.  She stated he has been learning the many food establishments in Crawford County and stated she felt things were going real well.

Mrs. Shaffer introduced Holly Holscher, R.N. and explained Miss Holscher is completing her BSN internship at the Department through SIU-E.

Mr. Bliss recognized Mrs. Tracy for her recent induction into the Lincoln Trail College Foundation’s Hall of Fame.  Board members congratulated Mrs. Tracy on this achievement.  Dr. Newlin stated Mrs. Tracy is very deserving of this honor.  
FINANCIAL UPDATE

Mrs. Tracy reviewed the Financial and Expenditure Reports for the month of May, 2008.
Dr. Bedwell arrived at 12:07 p.m.

Mrs. Tracy stated a loan closing would be held on the mortgage refinancing loan directly following today’s meeting. 

A motion was made by Dr. Newlin and seconded by Mrs. Finn to approve the May, 2008 financial update as presented.  Upon roll call, motion carried unanimously.  
INVESTMENT
Mrs. Tracy reported during the last meeting it was suggested she investigate placing funds into a money market account to earn a higher interest rate than a Certificate of Deposit (CD) or the current sweep account is currently earning.  Mrs. Tracy stated she contacted Treasurer, Doris Tracy and learned the Department may invest money in a six month CD at an interest rate of 3%.  Mrs. Tracy stated she believed this to be the highest interest rate available to earn on a money market account at this time as well.  Mrs. Tracy recommended investing $100,000.00 in a six month CD.  She explained when the CD matures she would like to apply $100,000.00 toward the mortgage loan and will budget for this in the FY’09 budget.

A motion was made by Mr. Bowen and seconded by Dr. Newlin to invest $100,000.00 in a Certificate of Deposit at an interest rate of 3%.  Upon roll call, motion carried unanimously.

APPOINTMENT OF SALARY COMMITTEE
Mr. Bliss appointed Dr. Walsh, Mrs. Inboden, and Dr. Newlin to serve on the Salary Committee with Mr. Bowen to serve as an alternate.
NURSING REPORT
Mrs. Shaffer reviewed the program report for the month of May, 2008 and discussed activities and events the Department participated in.  She noted the Department sponsored a Women’s Health screening event through a Women’s Health mini grant.

Mrs. Shaffer reported through the Heart Smart for Teens grant, the Department was able to purchase bicycles to present to one student at each participating school.

Mrs. Shaffer stated staff completed annual safety and infection control training in May.

She noted the Department had administered over sixty tetanus vaccinations in the last week due to the recent flooding.  

ENVIRONMENTAL HEALTH REPORT

Mrs. Milam reviewed the Environmental Health Report for the month of May, 2008.  She stated several pre-inspections were completed for new businesses.  She noted the recent rainfall has limited septic inspections and permits.
She reported Mr. Kannmacher recently attended a Bioterrorism Conference.

Mrs. Milam reported the Department has been addressing food safety issues with Hong Kong Buffet and is currently working with authorities (Department of Labor, Illinois Department of Public Health, and local law enforcement) to rectify the situation.  She stated a hearing will be held at the Department Friday, June 20, 2008 to achieve compliance.  She stated a food inspection was completed two weeks ago with violations identified.  In addition, the Robinson Police Chief contacted the Department regarding labor issues concerning this restaurant, which have since been referred to the Department of Labor.
Mrs. Milam stated in an effort to educate the community on recent flooding concerns, press releases and public service announcements were issued by the Department.  She noted the Department has “After the Flood” booklets available for the public.  She reported she anticipates several water tests will be necessary for submerged wells in the future.  
She noted multiple telephone calls have been received concerning mold growing in basements and homes.  She stated some individuals have questioned discoloration and rust in municipal water supplies.  
Mrs. Milam stated the Department has provided a dumpster in Hutsonville to collect food waste from flood victims and noted the residents were appreciative.  She stated 
Mr. Kannmacher completed an inspection immediately following the flood at Hutsonville Convenience Foods to assess damage.
Mrs. Milam reported the Department requested, and will receive, extra larvicide for Palestine and Hutsonville.  

Mr. Bowen inquired if owners of submerged water wells realize what measures need to be taken.  Mrs. Milam stated this information has been on the radio and published in the newspaper.  Mr. Bowen suggested the Department follow-up on the issue with an additional newspaper article.  Mrs. Milam stated Illinois Department of Public Health has informed her it could take two to three months before testing will be completed.

Mrs. Milam reported representatives from FEMA and the Salvation Army should be in Crawford County today.  She noted Red Cross personnel arrived yesterday and will be in the County through Wednesday.  Discussion was held concerning FEMA involvement.  
Mrs. Milam noted the FEMA website does not show any counties in Illinois as receiving assistance at this time.
Mr. Bliss inquired if the Department has mold testing kits available for the public; Mrs. Milam stated the Department did not have such kits.  She stated people should look for mold in their homes and may detect it by odor.  She noted once mold grows into wood structures the wood must be removed.   Mr. Bowen noted there are companies who perform mold inspections; Mrs. Milam noted FEMA will not pay for this expense. 
Mr. Bliss stated on June 26, 2008 Hutsonville will hold a public meeting with FEMA representatives, Tim Johnson, and Jim Wallace to attend.
ADVISEMENTS
MARY HEATH FOUNDATION GRANT
Mrs. Tracy reported the Department received $1,000.00 through the Mary Heath Foundation Grant to purchase a new hearing machine and color slides for current vision equipment.  

PROSTATE AND TESTICULAR CANCER AWARENESS GRANT
Mrs. Tracy announced the Department will receive the Prostate and Testicular Cancer Awareness Grant in the amount of $9,000.00 for FY’09.  She stated last year the Department was awarded $10,000.00 through this grant and was able to offer screenings to approximately one hundred-ten uninsured or underinsured gentlemen.  
NURSING SERVICES CONTRACTS
Mrs. Tracy stated, as mentioned during the previous meeting, the Department has increased the fee for contractual nursing services.  The fee will increase in increments over the next three years to reach $25.00 an hour in (July) 2010.  She stated new agreements have been signed with School Districts # 1, 2, and 3, as well as the Sheriff’s Department and Lawrence-Crawford Association for Exceptional Citizens.  She stated the contracts were also revised to include charging travel time and mileage to be paid at the current IRS reimbursement rate.  She noted all associates understood the need to increase the fee and expressed no objections.
ADJOURNMENT
There being no further business to be discussed, a motion was made by Dr. Newlin and seconded by Mrs. Finn to adjourn the meeting at 12:47 p.m.  Motion carried.
