CALL TO ORDER

The meeting was called to order at 12:10 p.m. by Joe Bliss, Chairman.  
ROLL CALL 

Mrs. Branson held roll call for attendance with Board members Mr. Bliss, 
Mr. Bowen, Mrs. Finn, Mrs. Inboden, and Dr. Rotman present at the time of roll call.  
ADDITIONS, DELETIONS, CORRECTIONS TO AGENDA
No additions, deletions, or corrections were noted to the agenda.  
APPROVAL OF LAST MEETING MINUTES

A motion was made by Mr. Bowen and seconded by Mrs. Inboden to approve the 
June 17, 2008 minutes as written.  Upon roll call, motion carried unanimously.
FINANCIAL UPDATE

Mrs. Tracy reviewed the Financial and Expenditure Reports for the month of June, 2008.
A motion was made by Dr. Rotman and seconded by Mrs. Finn to approve the June, 2008 financial update as presented.  Upon roll call, motion carried unanimously.  
AGENCY OBJECTIVES UPDATE
Mrs. Tracy reviewed the Agency Objectives for the second quarter of 2008.
Mr. Bowen inquired if the food ordinance draft had been submitted to the State. Mrs. Milam 

reported the draft should be ready to submit next month.  

NURSING REPORT
Mrs. Shaffer reviewed the Program Report for the month of June, 2008.
Mrs. Shaffer noted the Department administered sixty-seven Tetanus vaccinations during June with the majority of vaccinations given related to flooding.  She noted Tetanus vaccinations for individuals (due for the Tetanus vaccine) working in the flood waters were provided free of charge.  She stated an interview with WEIU television and several media releases were completed due to the June flooding.

ENVIRONMENTAL HEALTH REPORT

Mrs. Milam reviewed the Environmental Health Report for the month of June, 2008.  She noted three water tests were submitted related to the flooding.  She stated these tests were completed by the State Lab free of charge, with one client referred to FEMA based on test results. 
Mrs. Milam reported the Department recently held an Isolation and Quarantine Tabletop Exercise July 10, 2008.  Those participating included State’s Attorney, Tom Wiseman; Sandra Burtron of Crawford Memorial Hospital; Crawford County Sheriff Todd Liston; Jim Wallace of Emergency Management Agency; and Health Department staff including 
Mr. Kannmacher, Mrs. Tracy, and Mrs. Milam.  

Dr. Rotman inquired if the Department is still collecting birds to submit for West Nile Virus testing. Mrs. Milam noted she recently submitted an article for publication in the Robinson Daily News regarding the continuing collection of bird specimens.
Mr. Bowen commented he was surprised there were not more water tests completed during June.  Mrs. Milam noted seven or eight test kits had been distributed, but only a few were returned for testing.

Mrs. Tracy and Mrs. Milam reported Brian English, a student at the University of Illinois majoring in Health and Safety, recently completed his internship of two hundred-forty hours with the Department.  It was noted he completed several valuable tasks during his internship.
ADVISEMENTS
IRS MILEAGE REIMBURSEMENT
Mrs. Tracy announced the IRS mileage reimbursement rate increased from 50.5 cents to 58.5 cents effective July 1, 2008.  She noted a handout from the IRS was included in today’s packet outlining the reasons for this increase. 

FEMA REIMBURSEMENT
Mrs. Tracy reported she had recently attended an informational meeting regarding FEMA reimbursement due to the June storms/flooding.  She noted to date, the Department had incurred expenses totaling approximately $3,500.00.  She explained this figure to include staff and travel time, expenses for Tetanus vaccine, water tests, two garbage dumpsters, and public service announcements.   

IPLAN MANUALS
Mrs. Tracy announced completed IPLAN manuals were available for anyone wishing to take one. 

ADJOURNMENT

There being no further business to be discussed, a motion was made by Mr. Bowen and seconded by Dr. Rotman to adjourn the meeting at 12:37 p.m.  Motion carried.
