CALL TO ORDER

The meeting was called to order at 12:12 p.m. by Joe Bliss, Chairman.  
ROLL CALL 

Mrs. Branson held roll call for attendance with Board members Mr. Bliss, Mr. Bowen, 
Mrs. Finn, Mrs. Inboden, and Dr. Newlin present at the time of roll call.  
ADDITIONS, DELETIONS, CORRECTIONS TO AGENDA
No additions, deletions, or corrections were noted to the agenda.
APPROVAL OF LAST MEETING MINUTES 

A motion was made by Mr. Bowen and seconded by Dr. Newlin to approve the 
July 10, 2007 minutes as written.  Upon roll call, motion carried unanimously.
FINANCIAL UPDATE
Mrs. Tracy reported for the current month, there was a surplus in receipts over cash disbursements of $17,144.57 with a year to date surplus of $5,660.06. Under Receipts, Planning and Preparedness, Family Case Management, Illinois Tobacco Free Communities, Genetics, and Women’s Health Initiative grant monies were received during the month. 
Mrs. Tracy noted the Medicaid line to be significantly over budget due to receiving Family Case Management federal claim money in the amount of $29,087.56 for claims submitted for two quarters in FY’06 as well as billing received through May of 2007. The Health Services line was reported to be over budget due to providing twenty-six school physicals and immunizations for back to school requirements.  Mrs. Tracy stated the Environmental Health Fees and Interest lines continue to be over budget due to collecting $1,050.00 for food establishment operating permits and the sweep account.
Under Disbursements, all lines were reported to be under budget with the exception of the Occupancy and Equipment lines, which were slightly over budget. 
A motion was made by Dr. Rotman and seconded by Mrs. Finn to approve the financial update as presented.  Upon roll call, motion carried unanimously.
SALARY COMMITTEE REPORT 
Mrs. Tracy distributed a handout to Board members presenting varied Cost of Living Allowance and projected health insurance increase percentages for consideration.  She noted this sheet had been revised since the Salary Committee met due to recently learning the health insurance could possibly increase by as much as 37% if the County elects to continue coverage through the current provider.  Mrs. Tracy stated County Board representative, David Fulling, and the insurance agent are actively searching for a lower quote, but noted the actual increase amount will not be known until September or October, 2007.
Dr. Bedwell arrived at 12:22 p.m.

Dr. Walsh arrived at 12:24 p.m.

Dr. Rotman reported the Salary Committee recommends a 3% Cost of Living Allowance for Fiscal Year 2008.

Mr. Bliss asked Mrs. Tracy if other health departments pay the full cost of employee health insurance or if staff is required to pay a portion of it.  Mrs. Tracy stated in talking to other administrators, she has learned several departments require staff to pay a portion.  
Mr. Bliss stated in the past the County Board has discussed requiring employees to pay a portion of the insurance cost.  Mrs. Tracy stated some of the other health departments require staff to pay ten to thirty percent and noted the amount varied between departments.

Mr. Bowen asked Mr. Bliss if he believed the County Board considered this to be an issue for this year.   Mr. Bliss stated while the County Board has considered this option in the past, he was unsure what action would be taken for this year as the Board has not met to discuss options.

A motion was made by Dr. Rotman and seconded by Mr. Bowen to approve a 3% Cost of Living Allowance for Fiscal Year 2008.  Upon roll call, motion carried unanimously.

FISCAL YEAR 2008 BUDGET PRESENTATION
Mrs. Tracy distributed and reviewed the current Fiscal Year 2007 budget and presented the proposed Fiscal Year 2008 budget in detail.  Mrs. Tracy distributed budget points for Board members to review and explained the projected income items and expenditures. 

Mrs. Tracy explained the current budget reflected forty-nine percent in grants, twenty-six percent in fees, one percent in interest and other, and twenty-four percent in levy.  Salaries were noted to be approximately seventy three percent of expenses budgeted. 

A motion was made by Mrs. Finn and seconded by Dr. Rotman to approve the Fiscal Year 2008 budget as presented. 
NURSING REPORT

Mrs. Shaffer reviewed the Nursing Report for the month of July, 2007.  
Under Adult Health, Mrs. Shaffer reported twelve people attended Diabetic Educator, Deb Harris’, final Diabetic Education group session.  She stated Crawford Memorial Hospital will now coordinate Diabetic Education for the County.  
Mrs. Shaffer stated the Health Educator has been meeting individually with three clients for smoking cessation classes.  She stated the Department recently began offering assistance to the smoking cessation clients by paying for the medication Chantix if the client’s personal physician is willing to prescribe and monitor it for them.  Mrs. Shaffer stated this medication is covered through the Department’s Illinois Tobacco Free Communities grant.  She explained in an agreement with Harmon’s Pharmacy, the Department pays for one month of the medication if a client attends required sessions with the Health Educator.  If clients have insurance which covers the drug, the Department will pay their co-payment for one month.

Mrs. Shaffer stated leptospirosis had been added as a new category under Communicable Disease.  She explained this is a bacterial illness spread mainly by contact with soil or water contaminated by the urine of infected animals.  She noted it is relatively rare, with only about one human case reported annually in Illinois and is generally not transmitted person to person.  Mrs. Shaffer also stated one case of Hepatitis C was reported for July.

Mrs. Shaffer reported the achieved WIC caseload for July was 87%.  She stated she believed the decrease was partly due to absences in WIC nursing staff due to vacation and illness, but noted PRN nursing staff has been utilized when possible for continuity of services. 
Mrs. Shaffer stated the Department’s Immunization Program underwent a successful review by regional staff on July 6, 2007.

ENVIRONMENTAL HEALTH

Mr. Bay reviewed the Environmental Health Report for the month of July, 2007.  
Mr. Bay reported a significant increase in septic system permits and inspections.   He noted the Department has also been very busy addressing food recalls.

Mr. Bay reported he and Mrs. Milam attended Starcom radio training last week in Effingham, Illinois.
Mr. Bay announced the Wal-Mart Super Center is scheduled to open near the end of October, 2007. 

ADVISEMENT
Reception for Eric E. Whitaker, M.D., M.P.H., 
Director of Illinois Department of Public Health

Mrs. Tracy announced Dr. Whitaker, the Director of Illinois Department of Public Health; George Rudis, Assistant Deputy Director; and John Pitzer, Regional Health Officer, have tentatively scheduled a visit to the Department for September 20, 2007.  She stated they have completed approximately eighty visits to Illinois counties to date.  Mrs. Tracy explained during these visits, they like to meet staff, Board Members, elected officials, local health care providers and other community public health partners, and members of the news media to identify needs.  They will tour the facility, meet staff and Board members, discuss issues, and deliver a public presentation followed by a question and answer session.

ADJOURNMENT

There being no further business to be discussed, a motion was made by Mr. Bowen                   and seconded by Dr. Newlin to adjourn the meeting at 1:06 p.m.  Motion carried.
