CALL TO ORDER

The meeting was called to order at 12:19 p.m. by Susan Inboden, Vice-President.  
ROLL CALL 

Mrs. Branson held roll call for attendance with Board members Dr. Bedwell, Mrs. Finn, 

Mrs. Inboden, Dr. Rotman, and Dr. Walsh present at the time of roll call.  
ADDITIONS, DELETIONS, CORRECTIONS TO AGENDA
No additions, deletions, or corrections were noted to the agenda.  
APPROVAL OF LAST MEETING MINUTES

A motion was made by Mrs. Finn and seconded by Dr. Walsh to approve the 

November 16, 2010 minutes as written.  Upon roll call, motion carried unanimously.
FINANCIAL UPDATE

Mrs. Tracy reviewed the Financial and Expenditure Reports for the month of November, 2010.  

A motion was made by Dr. Bedwell and seconded by Dr. Walsh to approve the November, 2010 financial report as presented.  Upon roll call, motion carried unanimously.  
Mrs. Tracy reviewed the Financial and Expenditure Reports for the month of December, 2010.  

A motion was made by Dr. Rotman and seconded by Mrs. Finn to approve the December, 2010 financial report as presented.  Upon roll call, motion carried unanimously.  
AGENCY OBJECTIVES FISCAL YEARS 2010 AND 2011
Mrs. Tracy reviewed the Agency Objectives for the fourth quarter and a yearly summary of FY’10 in detail.  Mrs. Tracy presented the FY’11 Agency Objectives in detail. Mrs. Tracy asked Board members if they had any suggestions or recommendations for the Fiscal Year 2011 Agency Objectives; no suggestions were offered.
ANNUAL REPORT

Mrs. Tracy presented the 17th Annual Report for the Crawford County Health Department and reviewed the 2010 highlights in detail.

NURSING REPORT

Mrs. Shaffer reviewed the Program Report for the months of November and December, 2010.
Mrs. Shaffer reported the Department provided a season total of 2,456 flu vaccinations through the end of December.  She noted this is a decrease when compared to previous years, therefore the Department has ordered less vaccine for the current year.
Mrs. Shaffer reviewed a fiscal year comparison report for the last three years.

Mrs. Inboden complimented Health Department staff for their collaboration with local schools to address recent pertussis cases in the county.  
ENVIRONMENTAL HEALTH REPORT

Mrs. Milam reviewed the Environmental Health Report for the months of November and December, 2010.

Mrs. Milam reported there is a new requirement from the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency that requires an NPDES (National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System) permit for all larvicide dispersal due to a ruling on the CWA (Clean Water Act) that prevents any pesticide or larvicide from entering the waters of the State.  This ruling will affect both counties and municipalities and requires a $250.00 annual fee, endangered species requirements, monitoring, checking threshold limits, as well as corrective action reports submitted each year.  She explained the Department will likely discontinue providing larvicide training to county and municipal workers due to staff cutbacks and reduced grants.  She will notify county and city offices of this decision by letter.

ADVISEMENTS
MILEAGE REIMBURSEMENT RATE
Mrs. Tracy reported the IRS mileage rate increased to 51 cents from 50 cents per mile effective January 1, 2011.
NACCHO GRANT
Mrs. Tracy announced the Department will receive a grant in the amount of $5,000.00 from the National Association of County and City Health Officials (NACCHO).  She explained this grant will allow the Department’s Planning and Preparedness Coordinator to work an additional two hours per week over the next year. The Coordinator will continue to build the MRC Program and will purchase an enclosed trailer to store and transport equipment needed for a pandemic vaccination clinic or disaster event.
ADMINISTRATOR EVALUATION
Mrs. Tracy noted Administrator evaluation forms were included in today’s packet.  She asked completed evaluations be returned to Mr. Bliss in the self-addressed stamped envelopes provided by February 28, 2011.

FEBRUARY MEETING
Mrs. Tracy stated for the past several years the February Board of Health meeting had been canceled due the lack of a quorum.  She noted she was presently aware of two members unable to attend in February and asked if the Board would like to cancel the meeting.  Board members in attendance felt they would be able to attend the February meeting.
ADJOURNMENT

There being no further business to discuss, a motion was made by Dr. Rotman and seconded by Dr. Bedwell to adjourn the meeting at 1:20 p.m.  Motion carried.
