CALL TO ORDER

The meeting was called to order at 12:08 p.m. by Susan Inboden, Vice-President.  
ROLL CALL 

Mrs. Branson held roll call for attendance with Board members Mr. Bowen, Mrs. Finn, 
Mrs. Inboden, Dr. Newlin, and Dr. Walsh present at the time of roll call.  
ADDITIONS, DELETIONS, CORRECTIONS TO AGENDA
No additions, deletions, or corrections were noted to the agenda.  
APPROVAL OF LAST MEETING MINUTES

A motion was made by Mr. Bowen and seconded by Dr. Newlin to approve the 
September 11, 2007 minutes as written.  Upon roll call, motion carried unanimously.

FINANCIAL UPDATE

For the current month, there was a surplus in receipts over cash disbursements of $92,076.74 with a year to date surplus of $130,375.19. Under Receipts, WIC, Family Case Management, Illinois Tobacco Free Communities, Local Health Protection, Genetics, Teen Parent Services, and Prostate grant monies were received during the month. The Environmental Health Fees line was noted to be slightly over budget due to collecting septic permits.  Mrs. Tracy reported the second property tax distribution was received in the amount of $72,235.72.
Under Disbursements, all line items were noted to be under budget with the exception of the Contractual and Equipment lines.  Mrs. Tracy explained the Contractual line included a payment to Hilderbrand Painting in the amount of $2,538.00 and the annual generator maintenance agreement.  The Equipment line included the purchase of a card file for immunization records. 
A motion was made by Mrs. Finn and seconded by Dr. Newlin to approve the September, 2007 financial update as presented.  Upon roll call, motion carried unanimously.
AGENCY OBJECTIVES
Mrs. Tracy reviewed the Agency Objectives for the third quarter of 2007 in detail.  
Mrs. Tracy encouraged members to visit the Department’s website.

Mr. Sutfin inquired how the WIC caseload is determined by the State.  Mrs. Shaffer explained this figure is based on the number of eligible clients the State believes the County to have.  She stated the Department is paid to serve the entire assigned caseload and strives to achieve the assigned number each month. 
UNINSURED LAB PROGRAM
Mrs. Tracy informed Board members the Department has received requests from individuals who have health insurance wishing to utilize the Uninsured Lab Program.  Mrs. Tracy stated some of the people have been upset over being denied use of this service.   

Mrs. Tracy stated the reason the program was initiated was to offer lab work to individuals who could not otherwise afford to have necessary tests completed.  She noted she does not wish for the Department to be viewed in competition with Crawford Memorial Hospital for laboratory services.

Mrs. Tracy stated she wanted to clarify the Board’s wishes regarding the Uninsured Lab Program eligibility guidelines.  She added a few other health departments provide lab work to the general public, but noted if the Board chose to do this she felt the Department would be overwhelmed with requests and would not have sufficient staffing to accommodate such an increased demand for service.
Mrs. Tracy informed the Board she felt the fee to provide this service should be increased.  She explained the Department currently charges a $15.00 draw fee plus the actual cost for the lab test rounded up to the nearest dollar.  She noted she did not believe the Department was currently recovering the expense of staff time involved.  Mrs. Tracy stated she would recommend the Board consider increasing the draw fee to at least $20.00 and increase the fee for each lab test by ten to twenty percent rounded to the nearest dollar. 

After discussion, a motion was made by Mr. Bowen and seconded by Dr. Walsh to continue to offer the Uninsured Lab Program for uninsured county residents only.  Upon roll call, motion carried unanimously. 

Board members discussed increasing the draw fee.  Mrs. Tracy was asked to evaluate the lab tests completed to determine the most frequent tests performed, evaluate the costs, calculate possible lab test increases, and present this information for consideration during the November meeting.  
APPOINTMENT OF NOMINATING COMMITTEE
Mrs. Inboden asked Mrs. Finn and Dr. Newlin if they would be willing to continue to serve on the Nominating Committee; both agreed to serve.  Mrs. Inboden appointed Dr. Bedwell, Mrs. Finn, and Dr. Newlin to serve on the Nominating Committee with Dr. Bedwell designated as Chairman of the Committee.  It was noted the Nominating Committee will report their recommendations during the November meeting. 

NURSING REPORT

Mrs. Shaffer reviewed the program report for the month of September, 2007.  
Mrs. Shaffer noted the Department is currently providing Prostate and Testicular Cancer Screening services through an Illinois Department of Public Health grant with twenty-six men participating during September.  
Mrs. Shaffer reported the achieved WIC caseload was 85% for the month of September.

Mrs. Shaffer stated during September the Department participated in a Women’s Health Night and a Safety Program for fourth grade students through the University of Illinois Extension Service.  She noted Nurse Rhonda Simpson attended a three-day conference on HIV and sexually transmitted diseases.
ENVIRONMENTAL HEALTH

Mr. Bay reviewed the Environmental Health report for the month of September. 
He stated Illinois Department of Public Health has reported sixty cases of West Nile Virus in Illinois with four deaths as of October 03, 2007, down approximately fifty percent from last year.  He noted the Department will likely receive less West Nile Virus grant money next year as funding is based on the previous year’s stats.  He noted to date, the Department has submitted seven birds for testing, all of which were found to be negative.  It was also noted the County mosquito pools tested during June and July were found to be negative for West Nile Virus.

Mr. Bay stated he was recently contacted by Mayor Gray from Hutsonville to see why the Health Department does not spray for mosquitoes in that town.  Mr. Bay noted while some counties do provide this service, they charge the municipality.  He explained to provide this service the Department would need to purchase a truck, spraying equipment, etc.  He stated he felt it was the responsibility of each town or city to spray their area and noted the Department has provided assistance by supplying larvicide purchased through grant funding.    

Mr. Bowen noted the Village of Palestine has the equipment to provide this service and does contract to spray other towns.  He stated he did not feel the Health Department would want to provide this service for the County as the equipment would be quite costly.

Mr. Bay added there may be larvicide left over for next year if needed.

ADVISEMENTS
DIRECTOR OF IDPH
Mrs. Tracy reported Dr. Whitaker, the Director of Illinois Department of Public Health, has resigned his position. She noted a sheet had been included in today’s packet regarding his resignation and the appointment of his replacement. 
FOUNDATION GRANTS
Mrs. Tracy reported the Department was unable to apply for the Silas and Ruth Claypool Foundation by the deadline, but will apply for the Mary Heath Foundation grant due November 1, 2007.  Mrs. Tracy stated the Department is requesting funding to help sustain the Breastfeeding support group commonly referred to as MOM’s (Mother’s Own Milk) Club.  She explained Crawford Memorial Hospital has collaborated with the Department over the past several years to offer this service; however the current funding for this project will end December, 2007.
EXECUTIVE SESSION 
A motion was made by Mr. Bowen and seconded by Dr. Walsh to move to Executive Session to discuss personnel.  Upon roll call, motion carried unanimously.
Closed Session at 12:49 p.m.

A motion was made by Mr. Bowen and seconded by Dr. Newlin to close Executive Session. Upon roll call, motion carried unanimously.
Open Session resumed at 1:00 p.m.

A motion was made by Dr. Walsh and seconded by Mr. Bowen to adopt the proposed revised salary schedule effective December 1, 2007 for Fiscal Year 2008 as recommended by the Salary Committee for part-time and full-time staff, foregoing the 3% COLA as proposed in the budget; with PRN and temporary staff to receive a 3% COLA.  Upon roll call, motion carried unanimously.  
ADJOURNMENT

There being no further business to be discussed, a motion was made by Mr. Bowen and seconded by Dr. Newlin to adjourn the meeting at 1:03 p.m.  Motion carried.
