CALL TO ORDER

The meeting was called to order at 12:12 p.m. by Joe Bliss, President.  
ROLL CALL 

Mrs. Branson held roll call for attendance with Board members Dr. Bedwell, Mr. Bliss,  
Mr. Bowen, Mrs. Finn, and Dr. Rotman present at the time of roll call.  
ADDITIONS, DELETIONS, CORRECTIONS TO AGENDA
Mr. Bliss noted Executive Session would be held at the end of the meeting. 

APPROVAL OF LAST MEETING MINUTES

A motion was made by Mr. Bowen and seconded by Dr. Rotman to approve the 

September 17, 2009 minutes as written.  Upon roll call, motion carried unanimously.

FINANCIAL UPDATE

Mrs. Tracy reviewed the Financial and Expenditure Reports for the month of September, 2009. 
A motion was made by Dr. Rotman and seconded by Mr. Bowen to approve the September, 2009 financial reports as presented.  Upon roll call, motion carried unanimously.  

Dr. Walsh arrived at 12:16 p.m.
AGENCY OBJECTIVES

Mrs. Tracy reviewed the Fiscal Year 2009 Agency Objectives for the third quarter in detail.
Mr. Bowen inquired if the Department had any issues with tattoo establishments.  
Mrs. Milam explained she had received a list from IDPH of tattoo establishments located in Crawford County, indicating two establishments in Robinson.  She stated when she contacted Robinson City Hall they were unaware of the establishments and the City later closed the businesses, as neither had applied for a permit as outlined in the City of Robinson tattoo ordinance. 

FY’10 BUDGET AMENDMENT

Mrs. Tracy stated Board members should have received budget information to review prior to the meeting.  Board members again reviewed the budget as approved on 8-20-09 as well as a revised budget reflecting additional funding received through four grants (totaling $15,334) and a decrease in the public health levy amount by the same amount.  Mrs. Tracy stated she was pleased to receive additional funding and recommended a reduction in the tax levy line.  She explained the original tax levy increase totaled $29,347.00, which was an increase of approximately 17%.  The Department will now request $14,013, which is approximately an increase of 8%.  Mrs. Tracy noted the tax levy increase will help offset the 29% increase in health insurance, which totals $18,533.00.
A motion was made Mrs. Finn and seconded by Dr. Bedwell to approve the revised FY’10 budget to submit to the County.  Upon roll call, motion carried unanimously. 
APPOINTMENT OF NOMINATING COMMITTEE

Mr. Bliss appointed Dr. Bedwell, Mrs. Finn, and Mrs. Inboden to serve on the Nominating Committee. 

NURSING REPORT

Mrs. Shaffer reviewed the nursing report for the month of September.  

Mrs. Shaffer reported 599 seasonal flu shots were given during the month of September, with a total of 2,800 given to date.  
Mrs. Shaffer reported the Department has received over 4,000 doses of H1N1 vaccine in the form of 1,600 doses of nasal mist and 2,500 doses of injectable vaccine.  She announced a clinic will be held Wednesday, Oct. 21, 2009, from 4-8:00 p.m. at the Robinson Community Center to vaccinate the high risk population as identified by the Centers for Disease Control.  She noted PRN nursing and clerical staff will be secured and utilized to help staff H1N1 clinics. 

ENVIRONMENTAL HEALTH REPORT

Mrs. Milam reviewed the Environmental Health Report for the month of September. 
Mrs. Milam stated last month she discussed three food establishments who had not paid their yearly food permit.  She reported there is now only one establishment outstanding and this matter has been turned over to the State’s Attorney. 
ADVISEMENTS
GRANT UPDATES
Mrs. Tracy advised the Board the Department applied for funding through the Silas and Ruth Claypool Foundation to purchase infant car seats and is awaiting notification as to whether funding will be awarded.
Mrs. Tracy reported the Department will receive funding for H1N1 planning and response through Public Health Emergency Response (PHER) grants.  She explained the funding will be received in phases, with Phase I and II totaling $28,614.00 and Phase III totaling $56,126.00.  She noted the additional funding will allow for staffing expenses, new computers, and other related expenses.  Mrs. Tracy stated the total funding expected for H1N1 will be $84,740.00.

BOARD MEETING SCHEDULE
Mrs. Tracy noted it had been difficult lately to secure a quorum for Board meetings and inquired if members would prefer to alter the current schedule or meeting time.  Board members present agreed to continue with the current schedule and meeting time.

REAPPOINTMENTS
Mrs. Tracy announced Drs. Bedwell and Walsh have agreed to serve another term on the Crawford County Board of Health.
STAFFING UPDATES
Mrs. Tracy reported PRN staff has been hired to assist with the H1N1 clinics.

EXECUTIVE SESSION
A motion was made by Mr. Bowen and seconded by Dr. Rotman to move to Executive Session.  Upon roll call, motion carried unanimously.

Open session resumed at 12:59 p.m.

A motion was made by Dr. Rotman and seconded by Dr. Wash to make a resolution to investigate purchasing property north of the Department.  Upon roll call, motion carried unanimously.
