CALL TO ORDER

The meeting was called to order at 12:12 p.m. by Joe Bliss, Chairman.  
ROLL CALL 

Mrs. Branson held roll call for attendance with Board members Mr. Bliss, 
Mr. Bowen, Mrs. Inboden, Mrs. Finn, Dr. Newlin, and Dr. Walsh present at the time of roll call.  
ADDITIONS, DELETIONS, CORRECTIONS TO AGENDA
No additions, deletions, or corrections were noted to the agenda.  
APPROVAL OF LAST MEETING MINUTES

A motion was made by Dr. Newlin and seconded by Mr. Bowen to approve the 
September 16, 2008 minutes as written.  Upon roll call, motion carried unanimously.
FINANCIAL UPDATE

Mrs. Tracy reviewed the Financial and Expenditure Reports for the month of September, 2008.
A motion was made by Mr. Bowen and seconded by Mrs. Inboden to approve the September, 2008 financial update as presented.  Upon roll call, motion carried unanimously.  
AGENCY OBJECTIVES UPDATE

Mrs. Tracy reviewed the Agency Objectives for the third quarter of 2008 in detail.
It was noted State’s Attorney, Tom Wiseman, will present the county food ordinance to the County Board in the future.

Dr. Rotman arrived at 12:14 p.m.

Mrs. Milam explained the definition of “potluck” dinners.  Mrs. Milam stated as long as a meal is provided to the public at no charge or for a “free will” donation the Department is not allowed to perform an inspection.  She stated for these circumstances, the Department requests organizations display a placard stating Crawford County Health Department has not performed an inspection.  

APPOINTMENT OF NOMINATING COMMITTEE
Mr. Bliss appointed Mr. Bowen, Dr. Walsh, and Mrs. Finn to serve on the Nominating Committee.  It was noted the Nominating Committee will report their recommendations during the November meeting. 

NURSING REPORT

Mrs. Shaffer reviewed the Program Report for the month of September, 2008.

Mrs. Shaffer discussed a possible rabies exposure for a mother and child who reported finding a bat in their bedroom a few months prior.  Mrs. Shaffer reported State personnel was consulted and recommended prophylaxis due to the bat not being available for testing.  Mrs. Shaffer noted there had recently been a shortage of the rabies vaccine.  
Dr. Bedwell arrived at 12:25 p.m.

Mrs. Shaffer reported the Department had administered over 1,400 flu vaccinations to date.  
Mrs. Shaffer stated the Department had experienced a decreased attendance for monthly clinics held at county senior citizen centers.  She noted the most common service provided at these clinics is blood pressure screenings.  She stated providing this service has been a public relations measure, but has not been a cost effective service.  Mrs. Tracy noted employees are also paid mileage to travel to the clinics. 
After a brief discussion, it was decided to discontinue this service as clients may visit the department for blood pressure screenings.  Mrs. Shaffer will provide notice of discontinuation to the clinics in November. 

Mrs. Shaffer also discussed public presentations.  She noted occasionally organizations request a speaker on a topic that is not a health department service and perhaps outside the staff’s expertise.  Mrs. Shaffer stated the Department has tried to accommodate requests and does not charge for this service. 


After a brief discussion, it was decided the Department will limit honoring requests to presentations related to health department services/topics.  

Mrs. Shaffer expressed her appreciation to the Board for their direction on the issues she brought before them.
Dr. Newlin inquired if the Department provides walk-in flu vaccinations.  Mrs. Shaffer stated the public is encouraged to attend scheduled clinics, but walk-ins will be vaccinated upon presentation to the Department as staffing permits.  She reported four scheduled flu clinics remain.  She noted some individuals have been vaccinated in their vehicles and a few have been vaccinated in their homes.     

ENVIRONMENTAL HEALTH REPORT
Mrs. Milam reviewed the Environmental Health Report for the month of September, 2008.  

Mrs. Milam reported a letter had been issued to the owner of a home Mr. Bliss discussed during the last meeting.  She stated the property has since been cleaned up.
Mrs. Milam stated she has been dealing with the State’s Attorney regarding the county food ordinance and the collection of operating permit fees for two establishments.
Mrs. Milam reported the Environmental Health Department is actively investigating a Hutsonville apartment building due to complaints of bats occupying the structure.  She reported a walk-through inspection of the facility was conducted and two dead bats were found in the apartment of the mother and child currently receiving prophylactic vaccinations. She noted she communicated with all (twenty-six) residents and the owner verbally and in writing.  She reported the owner is to be proactive with corrective issues and Environmental Health staff will re-inspect the facility in the near future.  She noted the landlord was not aware bats are a health concern until she informed him.

ADVISEMENTS
SILAS AND RUTH CLAYPOOL FOUNDATION GRANT APPLICATION
Mrs. Tracy announced the Department has applied for a Silas and Ruth Claypool Foundation Grant in the amount of $6,300.00 and is awaiting notification.  She explained if awarded this grant, the Department will purchase one hundred-forty infant car seats to distribute to low-income clients.  

REAPPOINTMENT OF BOARD MEMBERS
Mrs. Tracy announced Mr. Bliss, Dr. Rotman, Dr. Newlin, and Mrs. Finn have each agreed to serve another term with the Board.  She expressed her appreciation to all Board members for their dedication to serve the community.  Mrs. Tracy noted 
Dr. Rotman, Dr. Newlin, Dr. Bedwell, and Mrs. Inboden have served on the Board of Health for seventeen years, since its inception; Mr. Bliss and Mr. Bowen have served thirteen years; Mrs. Finn has served nine years; and Dr. Walsh has served two years.
Mrs. Tracy stated she would like to hold a recognition celebration in the future to honor the Board members.
ADJOURNMENT

There being no further business to be discussed, a motion was made by Mrs. Inboden and seconded by Dr. Rotman to adjourn the meeting at 12:55 p.m.  Motion carried.
