CALL TO ORDER

The meeting was called to order at 12:14 p.m. by Joe Bliss, President.  
ROLL CALL 

Mrs. Branson held roll call for attendance with Board members Mr. Bliss, Mr. Bowen, 

Mrs. Finn, Dr. Newlin, and Dr. Rotman present at the time of roll call.  
ADDITIONS, DELETIONS, CORRECTIONS TO AGENDA
No additions, deletions, or corrections were noted to the agenda.  
Mrs. Inboden arrived at 12:15 p.m.
APPROVAL OF LAST MEETING MINUTES

A motion was made by Mr. Bowen and seconded by Dr. Newlin to approve the 

October 18, 2011 minutes as written.  Upon roll call, motion carried unanimously.
FINANCIAL UPDATE

Mrs. Tracy reviewed the Financial and Expenditure Reports for the month of October, 2011.  

Mrs. Tracy stated with the end of the fiscal year approaching, purchases that have been postponed throughout the year will be completed such as filing cabinets, an updated phone system, scheduling software, and a new file server.  Mrs. Tracy reported the radon mitigation and painting of two areas will also be completed prior to the end of the fiscal year.
A motion was made by Mrs. Inboden and seconded by Mrs. Finn to approve the October, 2011 financial report as presented.  Upon roll call, motion carried unanimously.  
FEE SCHEDULE
Mrs. Tracy presented a revised fee schedule for consideration with an increase of the onsite water collection/inspection from $50.00 to $75.00 due to time and travel and the addition of Hepatitis A to the fee schedule due to local municipalities requesting the vaccine for township employees. 
Mr. Bowen questioned whether raising the fee for onsite water collection/inspection would be prohibitive to clients.  Mrs. Milam stated if completed for a WIC client or ordered by a physician, the fee is waived for this service.
A motion was made by Mr. Bowen and seconded by Dr. Rotman to approve the fee schedule as presented.  Upon roll call, motion carried unanimously.

APPOINTMENT OF NOMINATING COMMITTEE
Mr. Bliss appointed Dr. Walsh, Dr. Bedwell, and Dr. Newlin to serve on the Nominating Committee with Dr. Bedwell to serve as Chairperson.
NURSING REPORT

Mrs. Shaffer reviewed the Program Report for the month of October, 2011.
ENVIRONMENTAL HEALTH REPORT

Mrs. Milam reviewed the Environmental Health Report for the month of October, 2011. 

Mrs. Milam discussed the Department’s involvement in a statewide earthquake exercise being held from November 15 to November 17, 2011.   

Mr. Bowen inquired about a food establishment discussed during the last meeting that was in arrears on fees.  Mrs. Milam stated the owner has not responded and the matter has been turned over to the State’s Attorney.  Mrs. Milam stated according to the County’s Food Ordinance the next action would be to bring the issue of the noncompliant food establishment before the Crawford County Board of Health to remove their operating permit. 
ADVISEMENTS
SANITARIAN IN-TRAINING
Mrs. Tracy stated the Department is seeking a part-time (24 hrs/wk) Sanitarian In-Training.  She explained when Sanitarian-In-Training, Jason Kannmacher, left the department Mrs. Milam assumed all Environmental Health duties.  She noted this position was originally a full-time position, but had been reduced to 32 hrs/wk before Mr. Kannmacher resigned in March, 2010.  Mrs. Tracy stated Randy Tedford was then hired part-time (16 hrs/wk) to focus on Planning and Preparedness.  She complimented Mrs. Milam for her exceptional effort to operate Environmental Health Programs by herself, but noted it has not been possible to meet all of the demands of the programs. Therefore, the decision was made to secure part-time assistance to provide better coverage of duties.  Mrs. Tracy stated she had budgeted for this additional expense in the FY’12 budget.  Mrs. Tracy noted a Sanitarian In-Training will allow Environmental Health services to be offered without interruption when Mrs. Milam is out of the office.   
DONATION
Mrs. Tracy announced the Robinson Kiwanis will donate $250.00 to allow the Department to purchase a few car seats to distribute to low-income families.   

DECEMBER MEETING
Mrs. Tracy inquired if members would prefer to cancel the December meeting due to busy holiday schedules; board members present were in agreement to cancel.  
Mrs. Tracy will notify members if the need to meet would arise.
