CALL TO ORDER

The meeting was called to order at 12:04 p.m. by Joe Bliss, Chairman.  
ROLL CALL 

Mrs. Branson held roll call for attendance with Board members Mr. Bliss, 
Mr. Bowen, Mrs. Finn, Mrs. Inboden, and Dr. Newlin present at the time of roll call.  
ADDITIONS, DELETIONS, CORRECTIONS TO AGENDA
No additions, deletions, or corrections were noted to the agenda
APPROVAL OF LAST MEETING MINUTES 

A motion was made by Mr. Bowen and seconded by Dr. Newlin to approve the 
May 08, 2007 minutes as written.  Upon roll call, motion carried unanimously.
FINANCIAL UPDATE
Mrs. Tracy noted she had included a corrected copy of the April financial statement in Board packets.  She explained the original report did not include the fifth month on the year to date budget. 

Dr. Rotman arrived at 12:07 p.m.

Mrs. Tracy reported for the current month, there was a deficit in receipts over cash disbursements of $35,351.30 with a year to date surplus of $13,245.98. Under Receipts, Planning and Preparedness, WIC, Family Case Management, Illinois Tobacco Free Communities, Genetics, and Women’s Health Initiative grant monies were received during the month.  The Department received a West Nile Virus grant in the amount of $3,617.52.  Mrs. Tracy noted the Medicaid line to be under budget, but stated the Department is focusing on the billing so this should be corrected in the near future. All other lines were reported to be under budget with the exception of the Interest line. 
Under Disbursements, the Salaries line was reported to be over budget due to three pay periods occurring during the month.  Mrs. Tracy stated the Travel line was over budget due to several staff members attending training.  The Occupancy Costs and Telephone Lines were also noted to be over budget due to April claims not being paid until May. Mrs. Tracy stated the Equipment line included the purchase of a new printer. 
A motion was made by Mrs. Finn and seconded by Mrs. Inboden to approve the financial update as presented.  Upon roll call, motion carried unanimously.
SALARY COMMITTEE APPOINTMENT
Mr. Bliss appointed Dr. Newlin, Dr. Rotman, and Mrs. Finn to serve on the Salary Committee with Dr. Walsh designated to serve as an alternate.
PAINTING BIDS
Mrs. Tracy stated after four years of operation in the new facility, some of the interior paint is in need of attention, specifically the hallways, waiting room, and playroom.  Mrs. Tracy stated the cost of this maintenance could be funded through Medicaid claim money.

Mrs. Tracy apologized she did not have bids collected at the time packets were mailed.  She stated she had three bids to share with Board members and noted she could place this item on the July agenda to allow more time for consideration.

Mrs. Tracy stated the submitted bids included paint and labor charges.  Mrs. Tracy noted Robinson Niehaus has matched the original paint color and the paint will be purchased locally.  
Mrs. Tracy reported she had consulted State’s Attorney, Tom Wiseman, regarding prevailing wage issues.  Mrs. Tracy stated Mr. Wiseman advised the Department would be required to abide by the County’s Prevailing Wage ordinance for this particular job.  She stated 
Mr. Wiseman recommended the Board of Health consider adopting a separate ordinance for the Health Department in the future.  Mrs. Tracy noted Mr. Wiseman is investigating whether the Department would need to pay prevailing wages when contracting someone to complete minor maintenance/repair jobs (rather than new construction projects), plumbing, etc.  

Board members reviewed bids from R & L Painting, Hilderbrand Painting, and Cochran Paint and Wallpaper.  After discussion, a motion was made by Mr. Bowen and seconded by 
Mrs. Finn to contract Hilderbrand Painting to complete the painting job as submitted on his bid.  Upon roll call, motion carried unanimously.
NURSING REPORT

Mrs. Shaffer reviewed the Nursing Report for the month of May, 2007.

Mrs. Shaffer reported no individuals met with the Diabetic Educator and eleven participated in the free group session.  Mrs. Shaffer noted the Department has been paying for the Diabetic Educator visits through a donation from the Illinois Health Foundation, but the Foundation has dissolved so no future donations will be received from this source to support the program.  She noted it has been costing the Department approximately $250.00 per month to provide this service and if no individuals meet with the Diabetic Educator, no income is generated from the program.  Mrs. Shaffer added Clay County Health Department has decided the contracted $25.00 per hour charge does not sufficiently cover their expenses to provide Diabetic Education services.  She stated she believes Clay County may cancel the contract or request additional money.  Mrs. Shaffer reported Crawford Memorial Hospital has also begun a Diabetic Education Program which she expects to impact the Health Department’s program.

Under Communicable Disease, a Potential Rabies Exposure category has been added as the Department had two County residents require rabies prophylaxis related to a bat exposure at their residence.  Mrs. Shaffer noted the bat was not submitted for testing.  She explained the rabies prophylactic vaccination series is recommended if a bat is present while people are sleeping and it cannot be submitted for testing. 
Mrs. Shaffer reported an unusually high number of Tetanus vaccinations were given during the month of May related to a special tetanus clinic the Department initiated and promoted.   She noted the clinic was very successful and the Department was overwhelmed with requests so an additional clinic may be scheduled to accommodate requests.  Mrs. Shaffer reported Gardisil vaccine clinics will continue to be offered every other month to accommodate girls requesting this vaccine. 

Mrs. Shaffer reported the achieved WIC caseload increased to 85% in May with 456 clients being served and an unusually high number of 91 clients being certified.

Mrs. Shaffer stated staff completed annual safety and infection control training in May.  It was also noted the Department organized a special women’s health event on May 16, 2007 entitled “It’s All About You!” which was funded through an Illinois Department of Public Health grant.  The Department collaborated with Crawford Memorial Hospital, Healing Touch professionals, an Illinois Breast and Cervical Cancer program representative, and a Mary Kay beauty consultant to provide an evening of pampering and education for women.  The event emphasized the relevance of stress management, nutrition, and exercise to obtain optimal health for women.  Refreshments and several door prizes were provided.  Approximately 58 women participated. 

ENVIRONMENTAL HEALTH

Mr. Bay reviewed the Environmental Health Report for the month of May. 
Mr. Bay stated the Department will soon receive a second shipment of mosquito larvicide to distribute to Palestine, Hutsonville, and Robinson.   He explained the larvicide is designed to be used for ponds or roadside ditches known to retain water.

Dr. Rotman inquired if the Health Department had received complaints regarding buffalo gnats; Mr. Bay stated no complaints had been received to date.

Mr. Bay reported a general store may be built in Annapolis in the near future.

ADJOURNMENT

There being no further business to be discussed, a motion was made by Dr. Rotman                   and seconded by Mrs. Inboden to adjourn the meeting at 12:48 p.m.  Motion carried.
