ENVIRONMENTAL HEALTH REPORT

Mrs. Milam stated she received a technical information bulletin from the Illinois Department of Public Health outlining new sanitation guidelines for the operation of farmer’s markets.  She discussed stricter guidelines pertaining to the sell of baked goods on a routine basis and the need to inspect facilities producing homemade ice cream to be sold at farmer’s markets. 

Upon discussion of these guidelines, clarification was made that the Health Department would not be able to enforce the new guidelines with the public, as they are not part of the existing food code.  Mrs. Milam will make the public aware of these guidelines as the need arises.
