CALL TO ORDER

The meeting was called to order at 12:00 p.m. by Joe Bliss, Chairman.  
ROLL CALL 

Mrs. Branson held roll call for attendance with Board members Mr. Bliss, Mr. Bowen, 
Mrs. Finn, Mrs. Inboden, and Dr. Newlin present at the time of roll call.  
ADDITIONS, DELETIONS, CORRECTIONS TO AGENDA
No additions, deletions, or corrections were noted to the agenda.
APPROVAL OF LAST MEETING MINUTES 

A motion was made by Mrs. Inboden and seconded by Dr. Newlin to approve the 
June 12, 2007 minutes as written.  Upon roll call, motion carried unanimously.
FINANCIAL UPDATE
Mrs. Tracy reported for the current month, there was a deficit in receipts over cash disbursements of $24,930.15 with a year to date deficit of $11,684.14.  Under Receipts, Planning and Preparedness, WIC, Genetics, Women’s Health Initiative, Teen Parent Services and Lead grant monies were received during the month.  Mrs. Tracy noted the Medicaid line to be under budget, but noted the February through May billing has now been submitted. The Health Services line was noted to be over budget due to providing school physicals and drug screens.  The Environmental Health Fees line was over budget due to collecting $4,175.00 for food establishment operating permits.  Mrs. Tracy stated the Interest line continues to be over budget.
Under Disbursements, all lines were reported to be under budget with the exception of the Travel line which was slightly over budget due to staff attending various trainings and conferences.

A motion was made by Mrs. Finn and seconded by Mr. Bowen to approve the financial update as presented.  Upon roll call, motion carried unanimously.
AGENCY OBJECTIVES
Mrs. Tracy reviewed the Agency Objectives for the second quarter of Fiscal Year 2007 in detail.

Dr. Walsh arrived at 12:11 p.m.
NURSING REPORT

Mrs. Shaffer reviewed the Nursing Report for the month of June, 2007.

Under Adult Health, she reported the Diabetic Educator met with one individual and had twenty people attend the free group session.  Mrs. Shaffer stated July will be the last month Diabetic Educator, Deb Harris, visits the Department.  She explained through a mutual decision, the diabetic education contract with Clay County Health Department has been terminated.  

Mrs. Shaffer stated Crawford Memorial Hospital will begin providing diabetic education and offering a support program in August of 2007.  
Mrs. Shaffer stated under Communicable Disease, there were five reported potential rabies exposures involving bats in residences.  She stated the first involved an individual who had a bat in their home while awake and possibly sleeping.  The bat was not captured for testing; therefore prophylactic treatment was required for this person.  In a separate situation, a family of four was exposed to a bat in their home while sleeping, but the bat was captured and submitted for testing.  Mrs. Shaffer explained the bat was submitted to the State through Dr. Trimble’s office and found to be negative for rabies; therefore, this family did not require prophylactic vaccinations.  
Under Immunizations, Mrs. Shaffer noted vaccination numbers increased considerably in June as children began receiving school-required vaccinations.  The Department provided an unusually high number of tetanus vaccinations following a promotion of tetanus vaccination through a press release.  Mrs. Shaffer reported fifty-three Gardisil vaccinations were provided in June with special evening clinics offered every other month to accommodate requests for this vaccine.  This vaccine has also been provided with school physicals as requested.  

Mrs. Shaffer reported the achieved WIC caseload increased to 87% in June.  Mrs. Shaffer noted the Department’s assigned caseload will be decreased from 535 to 519 for fiscal year 2008.  

Dr. Rotman arrived at 12:24 p.m.
ENVIRONMENTAL HEALTH

Mr. Bay reviewed the Environmental Health Report for the month of June, 2007. 
Mr. Bay discussed potential rabies exposures.  He stated if someone is bitten by a wild animal (other than a bat) in the county, but the animal is not observed to be acting strangely and there is no reported rabies in surrounding counties, it is not recommended the person receive prophylactic treatment.  He noted bats are main rabies carrier for Illinois.  He stressed the importance of capturing the bat with its head intact for testing. 
Under the Food Program, Mr. Bay reported a Blimpies restaurant will be located inside the new Wal-Mart Super Center.  He stated a general store is under construction in Annapolis and a Kiosk food building will be located in Oblong.  Mr. Bay stated the Department had recently received a telephone question regarding human consumption of dogs and cats as well as a telephone question on bringing live lobsters from Maine to sell in Crawford County.  Mr. Bay informed the Board he had contacted the Regional Office for guidance on these particular issues.
Under the Private Water Program, Mr. Bay noted someone had inquired if their pond water could be used for drinking water.  He stated he contacted the Regional Office concerning regulations and found the Department would not be required to complete an inspection or issue a permit.

Mr. Bay distributed a draft news release regarding bats and a rabies pamphlet for Board members to review. 
Mr. Bay stated two birds have been submitted for West Nile Virus testing from Crawford County with both reported to be negative.  He stated the Department will collect birds through mid October.  

Mr. Bay distributed tattoo legislation information for Board members to review.  He noted inspection fees would be submitted to the State by the tattoo business and the Health Department would then be reimbursed by the State. 

Mrs. Inboden left the meeting at 12:40 p.m.

ADVISEMENTS

Women’s Health Initiative Grant

Mrs. Tracy announced the Department will receive the Women’s Health Initiative grant in the amount of $27,000.00 for FY’08, noting this to be an increase of $2,000.00 from FY’07.  She stated the Heart Smart for Teens Program at local schools will be continued with this grant funding.
Prostate and Testicular Cancer Awareness Grant

Mrs. Tracy stated the Department will also receive the Prostate and Testicular Cancer Awareness Grant in the amount of $10,000.00 for FY’08.  She noted the Department has not received this grant since 2005, but will now be able to offer clinics for approximately one hundred-ten uninsured or underinsured gentlemen.  Each participant will receive a blood pressure screen, a colorectal screen, a digital rectal exam, and have their PSA level tested.  

Personnel Update

Mrs. Tracy informed the Board of recent personnel changes in status.  Mrs. Tracy stated she had previously reported Nurse Jenna Murray would transfer from part-time (16 hours per week) to PRN status.  She noted Ms. Murray will continue to oversee the Prostate and Testicular Cancer Awareness Grant and Uninsured Lab Programs.  

Mrs. Tracy reported Nurse Diana Houser transferred from part-time A (30 hours per week) to full-time effective April 2, 2007 to absorb a portion of Ms. Murray’s hours.  With the remaining hours, and notification the Department would receive the Women’s Health and Prostate and Testicular Cancer Awareness grants, Health Educator Kristi Davis transferred from part-time A (32 hours per week) to full time effective July 9, 2007.  Mrs. Tracy explained both of these employees had previously worked four days per week and were already receiving health insurance.  Mrs. Tracy added Ms. Davis understands the additional hours are based upon continued grant funding for these programs. 

ADJOURNMENT

There being no further business to be discussed, a motion was made by Dr. Rotman                   and seconded by Dr. Newlin to adjourn the meeting at 12:45 p.m.  Motion carried.
