CALL TO ORDER

The meeting was called to order at 12:00 p.m. by Joe Bliss, President.  
ROLL CALL 

Mrs. Shaffer held roll call for attendance with Board members Mr. Bliss, 

Mr. Bowen, Mrs. Finn, Mrs. Inboden and Dr. Newlin present at the time of roll call.  
ADDITIONS, DELETIONS, CORRECTIONS TO AGENDA
No additions, deletions, or corrections were noted to the agenda.  
APPROVAL OF LAST MEETING MINUTES

Dr. Walsh arrived at 12:04 p.m.

A motion was made by Mr. Bowen and seconded by Dr. Newlin to approve the 

June 15, 2010 minutes as written.  Upon roll call, motion carried unanimously.

FINANCIAL UPDATE

Mrs. Tracy reviewed the Financial and Expenditure Reports for the month of June, 2010. 
A motion was made by Mrs. Inboden and seconded by Mrs. Finn to approve the June financial report as presented.  Upon roll call, motion carried unanimously.  

AGENCY OBJECTIVES UPDATE
Mrs. Tracy reviewed the Agency Objectives for the second quarter in detail. 
Dr. Rotman arrived at 12:09 p.m.
Dr. Walsh initiated a discussion regarding the Department’s WIC caseload, how the achieved caseload compared to other counties, and how the program is promoted.  Mrs. Shaffer explained some counties exceed their assigned caseloads, but noted she is uncertain as to how assigned caseloads are determined.  She stated the Department promotes the WIC Program via radio, newspaper, and by flyers distributed to the Public Aid office, physician offices, laundromats, grocery stores, children’s fairs, Head Start and school registrations, etc.  
STATE BUDGET UPDATE

Mrs. Tracy updated the Board on how State funding issues are affecting health departments across Illinois.  She stated she has received numerous e-mail notifications from other health departments announcing the discontinuation of services and reduction in staff and department hours.  She reported the State is so far behind in payment that several counties are declining to renew their Family Case Management, Teen Parent Services, and other state funded grants, as they cannot afford to provide these services without guaranteed reimbursement.
Mrs. Tracy reported it is her understanding the Department will receive most grants, with the exception of the Women’s Health and Prostate grants.  She mentioned it is still questionable if the Department will receive the Tobacco grant, but she intends to renew all possible grants at this time.  She noted the federal match claim money the Department receives through the Family Case Management grant is a significant benefit to the Department. She stated she remains optimistic that the state-owed funds will be received.  Mrs. Tracy discussed the tax levy money will be received later than usual this year as tax bills have not been issued yet so the due dates will be later than previous years.  Mrs. Tracy stated the Department currently has enough cash on hand to cover approximately five months of operating expenses should the delays begin to significantly impact revenue.  She stated she will continue to keep the Board informed of State funding issues.  

NURSING REPORT

Mrs. Shaffer reviewed the Program Report for the month of June, 2010 and reported on the June 24, 2010 KidneyMobile visit to the County. 
Mrs. Tracy noted effective July 1, 2010 nursing visit contracts raised to $25.00 an hour, plus mileage.
ENVIRONMENTAL HEALTH REPORT

Mrs. Milam reviewed the Environmental Health Report for the month of June, 2010.
Mrs. Milam stated she completed additional tattoo inspection training through the State of Illinois.  She reported a tattoo facility may be opening in the near future in Robinson and will be required to follow the City of Robinson ordinance as well as the State ordinance.  She stated the City will likely ask the Department to complete inspections of this facility on a quarterly basis and the Department will also receive payment from the State for completing these inspections. 

ADVISEMENTS
PROMOTIONAL PURCHASES
Mrs. Tracy showed Board members a few promotional items purchased through the Peer Counselor and Genetics grants. 
AUGUST MEETING
Mrs. Tracy stated if she receives grant contract notifications and confirmation of the health insurance rate for next fiscal year before the next meeting she may present a preliminary budget at the August meeting and encouraged Board member attendance if possible.  She noted it may be September before the budget can be presented and noted she will need to meet with the Salary Committee first.

There being no further business to discuss, a motion was made by Dr. Rotman and seconded by Mr. Bowen to adjourn the meeting at 12:40 p.m.  Motion carried.
